"This is my beloved Son, and I am fully pleased with him. Listen to him." The disciples were 
terrified and fell face down on the ground.  

 Jesus came over and touched them. "Get up," he said, "don't be afraid." And when they 
looked, they saw only Jesus with them. As they descended the mountain, Jesus commanded 
them, "Don't tell anyone what you have seen until I, the Son of Man, have been raised from the
