Heaven is real
 References to heaven book end the Bible.

 Genesis 1:1: In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.

 Revelation 21:1 Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth had passed away,

 Jesus spoke about it as a real place

 John 14:2-3: 2 In my Father’s house are many rooms. If it were not so, would I have 
told you that I am going to prepare a place for you? 3 If I go away and prepare a 
place for you, I will come again and take you to myself, so that where I am you 
may be also.

 Angels spoke about heaven as real

 Acts 1:10-11: 10 They were looking intently up into the sky as he was going, when 
suddenly two men dressed in white stood beside them. 11 “Men of Galilee,” they 
said, “why do you stand here looking into the sky? This same Jesus, who has been 
taken from you into heaven, will come back in the same way you have seen him 
go into heaven.”

Where we go when we die

 Future Heaven

Intermediate Heaven
 “Current” heaven - where believers go when they die

 Wonderful because Jesus is there!!!!!!!!!!!!!!

 Physical place

 Stephen sees it before he is stoned

 “Paradise” – idea of a walled garden, something cared for and managed

 Temporary place

 Connecting airport on your flight to a final destination

 We have consciousness and some physical properties

 Lazarus & the Rich Man. Jesus to the Thief on the cross, martyrs before the altar in 
Revelation

 Judgement of faith

 Separating sheep & goats, not Final Judgement of works & rewards

 Heaven: 1,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000,000……

 John 3:16: 16 “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes 

in him should not perish but have eternal life.

 Living with the end in mind will guide us here on earth

 Hebrews 11:8-10: 8 By faith Abraham, when he was called, obeyed and set out for a place 

that he was going to receive as an inheritance. He went out, even though he did not know 

where he was going. 9 By faith he stayed as a foreigner in the land of promise, living in tents 

as did Isaac and Jacob, coheirs of the same promise. 10 For he was looking forward to the 

city that has foundations, whose architect and builder is God.

Sin Stained World

Sin has twisted everything in the world

 Obvious evidence:

 Relationship with God:

 Romans 6:23: For the wages of sin is death…

 Relationship with others

 Kids pick on each other on the playground

 Genesis 3:6-Revelation 20:15

 Relationship with self

 Romans 7:15 15 I do not understand what I do. For what I want to do I do not do, but what I hate I 

do.



Sin Stained World

Sin has twisted everything in the world

 Hidden impacts:

 Death, disease, aging, decay

 Genesis 3:17: Cursed is the ground because of you.

 Romans 8:21: 21 that the creation itself will be liberated from its bondage to decay and brought into 

the freedom and glory of the children of God.

 Building blocks of nature have been twisted

 DNA, periodic table of elements, laws of nature

 Human institutions

 Economics, politics, sociology, anthropology

 The earth as we know it is fundamentally broken at every level, every interaction, 

every quark, lepton, neuron, and neutrino that make up the building blocks of matter 

are corrupted by sin.

 Revelation 21 God remakes creation brand new
1 Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth had 
passed away, and the sea was no more. 2 I also saw the holy city, the new Jerusalem, 

coming down out of heaven from God, prepared like a bride adorned for her husband.

3 Then I heard a loud voice from the throne:[a] Look, God’s dwelling[b] is with humanity, 

and he will live with them. They will be his peoples,[c] and God himself will be with them 

and will be their God.[d] 4 He will wipe away every tear from their eyes. Death will be no 

more; grief, crying, and pain will be no more, because the previous things[e] have 

passed away.

5 Then the one seated on the throne said, “Look, I am making everything new.” He also 
said, “Write, because these words[f] are faithful and true.” 6 Then he said to me, “It is 

done! I am the Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and the end. I will freely give to 

the thirsty from the spring of the water of life. 7 The one who conquers will inherit these 

things, and I will be his God, and he will be my son.

 Revelation 21 God remakes creation brand new
10He then carried me away in the Spirit to a great, high mountain and showed me the 
holy city, Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, 11 arrayed with God’s 
glory. Her radiance was like a precious jewel, like a jasper stone, clear as crystal. 12 The 
city had a massive high wall, with twelve gates. Twelve angels were at the gates; the 
names of the twelve tribes of Israel’s sons were inscribed on the gates. 13 There were 
three gates on the east, three gates on the north, three gates on the south, and three 
gates on the west. 14 The city wall had twelve foundations, and the twelve names of the 
twelve apostles of the Lamb were on the foundations.

18 The wall was made of jasper, and the city of pure gold, as pure as glass. 19 The 
foundations of the city walls were decorated with every kind of precious stone. The first 
foundation was jasper, the second sapphire, the third agate, the fourth emerald, 20 the 
fifth onyx, the sixth ruby, the seventh chrysolite, the eighth beryl, the ninth topaz, the 
tenth turquoise, the eleventh jacinth, and the twelfth amethyst. 21 The twelve gates were 
twelve pearls, each gate made of a single pearl. The great street of the city was of gold, 
as pure as transparent glass.

 Revelation 22 – The River of Life & Tree of Life

1 Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, as clear as crystal, flowing from 

the throne of God and of the Lamb 2 down the middle of the great street of the city. On 
each side of the river stood the tree of life, bearing twelve crops of fruit, yielding its fruit 

every month. And the leaves of the tree are for the healing of the nations. 3 No longer 

will there be any curse. The throne of God and of the Lamb will be in the city, and his 
servants will serve him. 4 They will see his face, and his name will be on their 

foreheads. 5 There will be no more night. They will not need the light of a lamp or the light 

of the sun, for the Lord God will give them light. And they will reign for ever and ever.



 Hell is always referred too using negative terminology

 Fire, Worm, Gnashing of Teeth, Pain, Suffering

 Heaven is the opposite

 The ideas associated with heaven are always positive

 Life, Water, Reconcile, Redeem, Restore, Banquet, Feast, Rest, Reward, Mansions

 God knows you better than anyone

 God loves you more than anyone
